Wisconsin Residents 
 

When applying for an original (first) US Passport you must:   
. 

Apply in-person at an Acceptance Facility or Passport 
     Agency 
 

Complete and Submit the Application for a US Passport  
 

Submit proof of U.S. Citizenship and Identification*  
     *see back for more details 
Pay applicable fee 
 

Provide one passport-ready photo 
 
Must be renewed whenever a legal name change occurs.  
 

A U.S. Passport can be used as valid 
photo ID for voting purposes. 
 

Voters can use either their U.S. Passport 
book or card to satisfy the photo ID 
requirement.   
 
The U.S. Passport document should be 
unexpired, or have an expiration date after 
the most recent general election; currently, 
November 4, 2014 
 
No additional documents are required to 
satisfy the photo ID requirement if a voter 
is using a U.S. Passport document.
